What's happening on the farms in Summer?
You all see tractors on the road, some wonder what they are doing.

During late May & June farmers have been making Silage and Hay both are methods of conserving the vast grass
growth of early summer to feed livestock in winter. Silage is sealed from the air and allowed to cure. This can be done
by baling & wrapping in plastic or “clamping” & covering with plastic both have been carried out in this village recently.

Later in the summer the corn in the field will ripen and become golden in colour, when it is fully ripe the Combine
harvesters will come out and crops will be cut. This is when the tractors start coming through with trailers full of corn
returning to the farms. Usually Winter Barley or Oilseed rape (responsible for the fields of yellow flowers) are cut first
around about Picton Show but the weather last year meant a lot of the crops were planted late, so harvest is likely to
be later.

Once the corn is cut straw is baled, the livestock farmers need the straw to feed and bed up their stock during the
winter and the arable farmers have it; so this is when you will see the trailer loads of straw moving

Late August and September will see the start of sowing next years crops so farmers will be ploughing, working and
sowing the fields, hopefully. Last year this all happened in October and November.
